On July 4, 1776, rep- A Tribute to Godly Parents 7
resentatives of the Continental Congress adopted the United States Declaration )
of Independence; and though the words were written long ago, one particular Vacation Church School 8
phrase still rings true today: *  We hold these truths to be self -evident, that all men |Worship Times 8
are created equal , that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable
Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty  and the pursuit of Happiness .”
As | reflect upon these words and what they mean to me today, my mind is drawn to the Book of Mor-
mon and the words of Lehi whom the Lord God led out of Jerusalem to this land of promise more than t wo mil-
lennia earlier. In the first chapter of the Second Book of Nephi, Lehi testifies of God’s covenant w ith him that
this land should be a land of inheritance for him and his seed forever and “also all those who shoul d be led out
of other countries, by the hand of the Lord.” Lehi went on to prophesy “that there shall none come into this
land, save they shall be brought by the hand of the Lord. Wherefore, this land is consecrated unto H im whom He
shall bring.”
However, Lehi's prophecy does not end there. A conditional promise was specifically given regarding
those whom the Lord would bring out of the land of Jerusalem to this land; “And if it so be that the y shall serve
Him according to the commandments, which He hath given, it shall be a land of liberty unto them; Wherefore,
they shall never be brought down into captivity; if so, it shall be because of iniquity; For if iniq uity shall abound,
cursed shall be the land for their sakes; But unto the righteous, it shall be blessed for ever.”
Lehi goes on to prophesy that God “...will bring other nations unto them [those led out of Jerusalem],
and He will give unto them [other nations] power, and He will take away from them the lands of their posses-
sions, and He will cause them to be scattered and smitten” if they rejected the Holy One of Israel. Mormon'’s
abridged record of the history of his ancestry and the more recent history of the European nations w ho settled
on this Promised Land reveals that Lehi’s prophecy was indeed fulfilled but not in the manner for wh ich he so
dearly longed.
As citizens of this great nation we are truly blessed to live in “the land of the free.” For this w onderful

privilege we have much to be thankful for. Moreover, as members of the Church of Jesus
Christ, restored in these the latter days, we are also privileged to be invited to assist in
the building up of the New Jerusalem. Indeed, each one of us should continually be
seeking ways that we can assist in the establishment of the cause of Zion.

To that end, we would all do well to remember the counsel Lehi gave to his sons
before he went on to his eternal reward; “...I desire that ye should remember to observe
the statutes and the judgments of the Lord.” Remember, it is to the “righteous” that this
land is promised to be “blessed for ever.”

We can see from the annals of history how the liberties that we and our fellow
countrymen now enjoy are ensured only when we individually and collectively obey the
laws of God. It is my prayer that, as a branch, we will continue to be faithful, always will-
ing to let our “light shine to all the world,” not to draw attention unto ourselves but to
glorify our heavenly Father. As we celebrate our right to “life” and “liberty” in the days
and weeks ahead, may we always remember to serve our Lord God “according to the com-
mandments which He hath given.”




Lectures on Faith

Examining the Lectures on Faith

In the early days of the Restoration the saints were tried in the fire of affliction, persecuted, dr iven from
their homes, tormented, tarred and feathered, beaten, and even martyred for their faith. Not unlike the prophets
of old, who confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims in their own lands, these early saints w ere many times
left with nothing to hold on to but their God, and His son Jesus, the author and finisher of their f aith. Amidst
these toils and tribulations, God moved upon the leading men of his church to bring to its priesthoo d and mem-
bership the Lectures on Faith . These lectures were intended to bring aid to His people, encourage their faith,
build a strong foundation for trust, and to assist in a latter day restoration, still in its infancy .

The Apostle Paul tells us in the Hebrew letter, “But without faith it is impossible to please Him; for he that
cometh to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him” ( Hebrews
11:6). This principle comes to us in the opening verses of the biblical chapter commonly referred t o0 as the great
Hall of Faith, and is intricately woven into the texture of the Lectures on Faith, otherwise known a s the Lectures of
Faith, or the Lectures on Theology. From April 1833 through March of 1836, as indicated in the Mill ennial Star,
many of the leading men of the church studied and attended classes based on this theology which was, at least in
part, used as curriculum for the school of the prophets. It has even been suggested by some early w riters that the

elder’'s were asked to commit some portions of this work to memory.
The School of the prophets was called forth and organized by revelation and commandment, and counsel

given, as found in selected portions of the Doctrine and Covenants sections 85, 87, and 92, for exam ple. The
Messenger and Advocate records that the Kirtland High Council, lead by Elder John Smith, accepted th is work as
“profitable for doctrine” and acknowledged it by unanimous vote as the doctrine of their faith. In Church History
(Volume 1, Chapter 21:539) Joseph includes the following notation, "During the month of January, | w as engaged
in the school of the elders, and in preparing the Lectures on Theology for publication in the Book o f Doctrine and
Covenants, which the committee appointed last September we’re now compiling. “ Church history also indicates
that Joseph Smith, Jr., Sidney Rigdon, Oliver Cowdery, and F. G. Williams were appointed to this com mittee with
the task of arranging the doctrine and revelations given to the church in a Book of Commandments (Ch urch His-
tory Volume 1, Chapter 19:523). However, during the printing of the Book of Commandments, the press in Inde-
pendence was destroyed.

There are a total of seven lectures that were treated in the printing of Lectures on Faith, and a br ief synop-

sis of each is given as follows:

Lecture 1 - Faith being the first principle in revealed religion, and the foundation of all righteous ness

Lecture 2 - Faith, and the object on which it rests

Lecture 3 - The character of God necessary to the exercise of faith in him unto life and salvation

Lecture 4 -The existence of his attributes enable the minds of men to exercise faith in him, and
through the exercise of faith in him, they may lay hold upon eternal life

Lecture 5 - The importance of the Godhead (the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit)

Lecture 6 - An actual knowledge to any person that the course of life which he pursues is accord -
ing to the will of God, is essentially necessary to enable him to have that confidence in God,
without which no person can obtain eternal life

Lecture 7 - The effects of Faith

Owing to a sense of urgency in these last days, knowing of the tremendous prophetic sequence which i S
yet before us, it should serve us well, as priesthood and membership alike, to entertain an exhausti ve and prayer-
ful study of these lectures. From the great hall of faith, we learn that “the elders received a goo d report” (Hebrews

11:6).

Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God...by faith Abel offered unto God a
more excellent sacrifice...By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because
God had translated him; for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God... By faith Moses,
when he was come to years of discretion, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter; Choosing rather to
suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season... Esteeming the reproach of
Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt; ... And what shall | say more...of the prophets; Who, through faith
subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions... Quenched the

And so we see the great call of men to live by faith, “Looking unto Jesus the au-
thor and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before Him endured the
cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of
God.” (Hebrews 12:2) If we are to endure in our day, God being no respecter of persons,
we should consider ourselves unworthy the prize of a place at the right hand of God's
throne, if we like them, are not made partakers of His suffering. It is my belief that the
Lectures on Faith will greatly assist the saints in their warfare in these last days, if they will s tudy them and give
them to prayerful consideration and fasting.
