Kenyan Saints

Ministering to the Saints in Kenya

A general priesthood retreat had been planned for the month of February in Kenya. Brother Doug Smith from
the Lexington Restoration Branch and | were the invited ministers, and Adam Mundy also assisted in m any good
ways. | had been looking forward to a return trip to Kenya since my visit three years earlier.

Over 50 brothers participated, mainly from Kenya, but also from Uganda, Rwanda and Tanzania. Itis a blessing
that priesthood from those four countries can have worship experiences together. It gives them the u nderstanding
that the church is larger than just their individual branches or any single country.

We gathered on Friday morning and concluded about noon on Monday. The retreat was held at a governme nt
facility designed to hold meetings and conferences such as this. We had the grounds to ourselves, wh ich brought
many advantages in that we could control our environment. Due to the fact that this retreat was clo se to Lake
Victoria and almost on the equator, it was hot, but we held classes morning, afternoon, and night. By mid -
morning we found ourselves taking chairs from the meeting room and sitting out under large shade tre es where
most of the time there was a slight breeze. We thanked God for the shade and breeze many times. Whi le a num-
ber speak English, all of the classes and worship services were verbally translated.

Many classes were shared during the three days. Two of several classes that Brother Doug Smith prov ided were
of special note: one on the “Marriage Covenant” and the other on “Stewardship.” When | asked him how many
times he had been to Kenya, he said this was his 30 th trip. What a good example of steadfast work for the Lord!

One of the classes | was able to provide was on the role of the priesthood office of Teacher. More priesthood
members hold the office of Teacher than any other in Kenya. In fact, a number of their branches hav e Teachers as
pastors. On two evenings, | gave PowerPoint presentations on the archaeology of The Book of Mormon.

| was asked to bring the message for the Sunday morning Sacrament service, and again in the afternoo n for the
ordination service. That afternoon thirteen men were ordained; some had been called to new offices and for others
this was their initial call. | found myself participating, and yet, being very aware of the surroun dings as we sat
outdoors under a large shade tree. God’s Spirit touched me and made me aware that the Lord was pleas ed with
these ordinations. | can only describe it as having a sense of joy, that same joy that Lehi describe s when he wrote,
“Men are that they might have joy.” | knew that God was witnessing to me that He had truly called th ese men.
That helped me better understand how they would make a real difference in the lives of their people.

After the Priesthood retreat there was time to visit in individual homes, as well as one of the smal | branches in
the Kisumu area. One of the families was the parents of Elder Tom Okeyo. They live on a small plate au above the
big valley that ends at the edge of Lake Victoria. As all rural Kenyans, they are very dependent on what they grow
for their livelihood. | had visited them on my previous trip to Kenya and was looking forward to se eing them again.
As always, when we entered the home, the mother asked us to pause and she asked a blessing, even bef ore we
greeted each other and sat down. Whenever a visitor comes, extended family and neighbors show up too , SO pretty
soon we had a small gathering.

And, as always, they provide a meal. Kitchens are often unattached small buildings where they prepa re the food

over an open fire. The meal was great, and by that time of the day |
was hungry. After the meal we moved chairs out under a big shade
tree and visited.

While they spoke some English, most of our conversation was
translated by Tom. | asked them about The Book of Mormon. They
know some of its teachings, but they have nothing, NOTHING to read
in their local language from its pages. So we talked about the peo-
ples of The Book of Mormon, their journeys, their history. | wanted to
share that the book is real history of real people in places we can
identify today. Again the Lord blessed us with His good spirit. One
of the outcomes of this visit has become a personal goal to see that a
few select parts of The Book of Mormon are translated into their local
